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The need for preparing a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) is dictated by State law.  When State law requires that a SWPPP be prepared, a copy of the plan must be provided with the application for permits to perform any of the following activities:

1. Grading (including clearing and grubbing)

2. Demolition

3. Activities requiring an encroachment permit

4. Construction of structures regulated by the Building Code

5. Construction of utilities

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:  

Most projects that do not trigger the requirement for a SWPPP still require some sort of plan to control water pollution during construction activities.  A future Design Bulletin will address these projects and requirements for pollution control.
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
