SUBJECT: City of Chico SWRP—Water Quality Multiple Benefits Evaluation Methodology 
 
This Technical Memorandum (TM) presents the Big Chico Creek (BCC) and Little Chico Creek 
(LCC) Storm Water Resource Plan (SWRP) Water Quality Multiple Benefits evaluation methodology.  

This TM includes the following sections: 

• Planning Area Watershed 

• Multiple Benefits 

• Quantitative Evaluation Methodology 

PLANNING AREA WATERSHED 

The planning area for this study was defined in the Stormwater Resource Plan Planning Area 
Description, Map, and Boundaries letter to Angela Spain dated April 27, 2017. Figure 1 of that 
letter defined the planning area, and it is reproduced as Figure 1 of this TM. 

MULTIPLE BENEFITS  

As discussed in the Initial Projects and Feasibility Screening Letter to Angela Spain 
(dated June 9, 2017), 64 Initial Projects were submitted for inclusion in the SWRP. An additional 
12 Initial Projects were developed by grouping and consolidating submitted projects where 
feasible. The Initial Project were screened to a set of 18 grouped/consolidated SWRP Projects, 
which was adopted as a draft project list to be made available for public review. The 18 SWRP 
projects will be evaluated, ranked, and prioritized based on how well they achieve the benefits 
shown in Table 1 (organized by benefit categories) relative to the other projects. The benefit 
categories are defined in Table 4 of the California State Water Resource Control Board’s 
Storm Water Resource Plan Guidelines (December 15, 2015), and include: 
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• Water Quality 

• Water Supply 

• Flood Management 

• Environmental 

• Community 

QUANTITATIVE EVALUATION METHODOLOGY 

Table 2 (without the actual evaluation data) illustrates the methodology that will be used to 
evaluate, rank, and prioritize the SWRP Projects, including: 

• Evaluation Results – A column for each SWRP project 

• Evaluation Point Scores – A column for each SWRP project  

• Weighted Point Scores – A column for each SWRP project  

• Total Weighted Point Scores – Sum of the weighted point scores for each project. 

The SWRP Projects will be sorted, ranked and prioritized based on the Total Weighted Point 
Scores, with higher scores being better than lower scores. 

The quantitative evaluation methodology was presented at TAC Meeting 3 and was adopted as a 
draft to be presented at Public Meeting 2 for review and discussion by the public and stakeholders.
