NARRATIVE:  On September 15, 2015 at approximately 1303 hours Chico Police Officers were 
dispatched to Fairview High School in Chico regarding suspicious subjects.  The subjects were 
reported to be in a vehicle and on the campus.  One of the occupants of the vehicle exited 
and briefly walked through the campus.  After a few minutes, all of the subjects left in the 
vehicle including the subject that had previously exited.  Officers were not able to locate the 
vehicle or its occupants at that time. 
 
Approximately 40 minutes later, Chico Police Officers located the described vehicle on the 
back side of Fairview High School, along Panama Avenue.  A traffic stop was conducted and 
the occupants of the vehicle were contacted by Officers.  The three occupants were identified 
as listed above.   
 
The driver of the vehicle was arrested for providing false identification to a Police Officer.  He 
was later identified as Ishmael Reed.  Reed was also arrested on several warrants for his 
arrest.  A passenger in the vehicle, identified as Dante Turner also provided false 
identification to a Police Officer and was arrested.   
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A search of the vehicle revealed a concealed, loaded handgun in the passenger area.  The 
firearm was determined to be stolen.   
 
All three occupants were arrested without incident.  Reed and Turner were booked into the 
Butte County Jail on a variety of charges.  The juvenile was booked into Butte County Juvenile 
Hall.   
 
This incident is still under investigation.  It is not known why these subjects went onto the 
school campus.
