Officers 

observed a local bicycle shop sticker on one particularly valuable mountain 

bicycle. A call to the bicycle shop led to the officer discovering the bicycle had 

been stolen from the porch of a north Chico resident on 05/17/16. The bicycle 

was valued at $1,100. Oshea was also found to be in possession of 

approximately 2.5 grams of suspected Methamphetamine. Oshea was arrested 

for possession of stolen property in excess of $950, narcotics possession, and 

violation of felony probation.  

This is the second arrest of Oshea in less than a month by Target Officers. On 
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04/26/16, Target Officers contacted Oshea at his residence related to a bicycle 

theft investigation. Several bicycles were located on the property but none 

were found to be reported stolen. However, at that time, Oshea was arrested 

for possession of narcotic paraphernalia.
