Beginning on June 19, 2023, in the core blocks of Downtown, 1% to 4 Streets and Wall to Salem
Streets, Kiosk Concierges will be available from 11 AM to 2 PM, dressed in bright orange t-shirts
branded KIOSK CONCIERGES. They will walk these blocks to assist individuals with operating
both the Smart Meter Kiosks and the Passport Parking Mobile Application. Downtown businesses
can also reach out to Kiosk Concierges to help customers that may need assistance.

In addition to being knowledgeable about the use of the kiosk and the mobile app, the Kiosk
Concierges will also assist with parking incentives available to Downtown customers, employees,
and businesses.
