PUBLIC HEARING AGENDA

AR 15-11 (Chico Natural Foods) 818 Main Street; APN 004-287-002 — A proposal to construct a
monument sign that exceeds the height requirements found in the municipal code. The site is
designated Commercial Mixed Use on the General Plan diagram and located in the DS-L-COS
Downtown South zoning district with Landmark and Corridor Opportunity Site overlay zones. This
project has been determined to be categorically exempt from the California Environmental Quality
Act (CEQA) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15303 (New Construction or Conversion of
Small Structures).

AR 15-01 (Southeast Chico Primary Care Clinic) Northwest corner of East 20" Street and
Concord Avenue; APN 002-180-165 — A proposal to construct a new 44,000 sq. ft. medical
building and parking area on a 5-acre site at Meriam Park. The site is designated Special Mixed
Use on the General Plan diagram, located in the Traditional Neighborhood Development (TND)
zoning district, and is designated TND “CORE” by the approved Regulating Plan. This project falls
within the scope of the Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the Meriam Park Master Plan, which
was certified by the City Council on June 19, 2007. Questions regarding this project may be directed
to Associate Planner Mike Sawley (530) 879-6812 or mike.sawley@chicoca.gov.

AR 15-04 (Lassen Villa Apartments) 1080 E. Lassen Avenue; APN 007-160-019 — A proposal
to construct 56 additional units on a 3.4-acre undeveloped portion of the project site. The project
includes seven new apartment buildings, each containing eight units, 121 additional off-street
parking spaces, and various appurtenant features. The proposed development area is designated
Medium Density Residential on the General Plan diagram and located in the Medium Density
Residential zoning district, with Airport Overflight Zone B1 overlay (R2-AOB1). This project has
been determined to be categorically exempt under CMC Section 1.40.220 and pursuant to the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines Section 15332 (In-Fill Development
Projects).
