Sunrise, and California Parck. | am frequently awakened from a sound sleep at
night by the sound of the logging trucks’ un-muffted exhaust brakes as they
decelerate for the stop sign at Bruce Read and highway 32. | can only imagine
how the people living in the Terraces, and along Sierra Sunsise Drive manage to
sleep with the trucks 100-to-200 feet away from their bedrooms.

Given the slope of highway 32 as traffic descends onto the valley floor,
restricting the use of the semi (ruck’s exhaust brakes would probably be
impractical at least, and at the worst, dangercus.

[ encourage you to consider, and adopt, three things to limit the
intrusive noise for local residents:

ONE:
Widen highway 32 to the south only, not to the north and closer yet to the
residents affected by the intrusive noise.

TWO:

Errect a sound wall on the north side of the highway so as to be at lzast
twelve (12) feet above the surface of the roadway, not just_twelve feet off of the
ground where it is located. This sound wall should extend east beyond Yosemite
Drive to reduce noise for the residents on the north side of Yosemite Drive and
immediately adjacent to highway 32.

THREE:
Place a traffic signal at the intersection of highway 32 and Yosemite Drive.

I recently attended the State Route 32 Widening Project soundwall informational meeting on
Drecember 10 20408, and appreciate the opporiunity to comment on progress to date. We were
told that vou would sccepl comments afler the December 23% deadline, as we received a
relatively short notice of it right before the holiday season.

[ want 1o share my thoughts on the precast concrete wall, the wall height and it’s necessity, and
the imporance of unbiased photo simulations, raffic slowing devices, and keeping large wees.

Firat, | wani 1 express my appreciation for the work you have done to address the concerns of
the stakeholders. The precast soundwall szems like 2 greal compromise that reduces costs,
reduces impacts on vegetation, greatly improves agsthetics over the ather alternatives including
the o action alternative, and mitigates the noise impacts of the project as required by
CALTRANS guidelines,

I wouid like the project to carefuliy determine the height of soundwall required 1o mitigate noise
impacts and produce on acsthetically pleasing barrier. [ suggest mereasing the height a few fect 1o
account for uncertainty in fulure wraffic models, uncertainty in the notse studies and 1o reduce the
already unacespiable noise levels that have resulted from developments previously permitied by
the city and county.

11 should be made ciear that semioving vegetation for the praject and not providieg a soundwal)
will ereste an acsthete mess. These i= a hodgepodge of different fencing and landscaping in the
yards backing onto the highway which the public will see up close and personal os they drive ona
road 5 feet higher than our backyards. Same lnndowners have already buill thelr own soundwalls.

Mot building a soundwall feels Hike the road wall invade our privacy. This lass of privacy will canse
landowners 1o build our own privacy structures which will undoubtably vary from one style or
budget 10 another. This variability will look junky, reduce property values and give visitors on

this gatewny into Chico a bad impression, worse than they would get with a soundwall. 1 have
already heard from neighbors who have construcied thejr own soundwalls or who plan to, and

they are ft coneemed with the greater aesthetic impact of thair projects.

The city has required thil other nearby projects on Highway 32 construct soundwalls and should
require this project provide soundwalls o be fair and consisient.

Consider buslding soundwails on the CALTRANs ensement o= close to the highway as possible,

bath decrease mmpact on existing vegetation and improve sound attenuation. Please consider
vepgetating the sound wall and leave as much vegelation as possible berween the soundwall and
the residences.

T'would like te stress the imponance of doing en objective and professiosal job on the photo
stmubations of the project. These pietares have a huge impact on decision making. | know that
they would have a large dupact on my own assessment of the project as well. At past meetings,
inapproprisls comparisons were made in the photo simulations. These can be very deceptive and
create bias.

For inmance, photo simulations should compare the widened highway with an accurme
representation of vegetation that would remain in place with cach soundwall alternative, The no-
soundwall pltemnative should show bockyards, fences of many varieties, including honse-built
sound walls which have already been built. 1t should show disrepair and junk that is found in many
vards, which are commonly used for siosage. It should show vegeiation that has been hal{
removed 1o widen the highway.

The weod lence soundwall altemative photo simulation should make fence look older, and not of
redwood. The precast soundwal! photo at the mecting had trees i hetwes the landowner’s
existing fence and the pre-cast wall, which is not possible becase there will be anly one foot
between Lhe two structures.

Representations of vegetation showld be consisient but realistic in the age, density anid guality of
the newly planted vegetation. [ encourage you to be realistic about the existing vegetation, much
of which will leok scragely and woody afier the green edge has been removed for the highway
widening.

You don’t want the public 1o look at the project aflerwards, see something uglier than they were
presented and then be disgruntled with the project and the City. The public and its servants will
remember the photo simulations more than all of the text of the report.

[ would like 10 see the photo Emulations before the peneral public EIR meeting at next meeting-
certainly befire the EIR. Please let us know how this will hsppen.

[ have previonsly written abowt my desire for a soundwall, safety, and vegetation concems and
wens disappointed to leamn | had pot been invited to public mestings concerning the latier two
areas. | woadd like 1o be able 1o understand and contribute to all three discussions.

1 also appreciste the changes that were mode o improve safety at intersections and to reduce the
speeds. As one of the landowners that will be impacted by the roud moving 3 feet closer 10 my
hose, | have mixed feelings abost the median ral and vegetation and reserve my [inal opinion on
the marter, but in general feel it is in the public's best interest.

1 encournge you 1o continue o explore ways to slow imffic including providing curbs on the
medtian t:r}p, p'l:u![inp: srsall \'L'!.l_\_'l.ll.iﬁll in the recovery zone, IK}Sri:I'.]r_ caution signs. 1 have three



stuill children that have 1o cross the Forest and 32 intersection, o | know first hand that this
Intersection is not very safe (or pedestrians, which reduces the number of people that walk,
increases the number of cars on the mad, which in tum has carbon impacts, health impaces,
increases thie need for more expensive roads, ete.

Widening 32 will greatly increase apeeds, especially castbound- the current merging clearly and
beneficially slows traffic. The increase in speed associnted with widening 32 will impact safety
especially a1 Forest intersection for pedesirians, bikes and cars. The safety impacts needs 10 be
mitigated. The area s undergoing extensive m-fill development and more and more people will be
using the ronds and sidewnlks.

Altheegh o Tew tmilic calming features were considered such as roundabouts and vegetated
median sirips, none were incorporated into the project. Therefore the sefety impacts were not
ritigated.

e City of Chico sheald be able o slow talfic on thiz siretch of roadway, and thereby improve
pablic safery, allow the beautification of vegetated median sirips, and reduce air pollution.
Officials ond consulianis at the public mesting seem to [eel that the people and povemnment of
Chice can not dictate how fast people travel on the readway. Are we truly captive to
bareaucratic rubes? -

[ did not see analvsis of the effect of widening 32 on traffic speed.. Currently the merging of two
lanes 1o one sipnificantty slows cars before thev gel to the Forest/32 intersection. Wideming the
read to two lanes will allow cars 1o comtinue 1o aceelerate, and they will, Thiz will lead to a
reduction on safety.

What iz the decrease in travel ime / increase in speed associated with the proposed widening
project? The decision makers need 0 understand the benefit they hope to achieve with the
project to evaluate if it is worth it. [ think that it is important for Chiconns to put trallic delays
into perspective- e traffic delays are not significant, and there pre abways costs of doing these
neeects.

Please consider all traffic calming techniques at vour disposal.  Specifically, use vegetated
medians and mised curbs 10 decrease highway speed and also improve scsthetics. What is the
ineresise in averzge travel time f decrease in speed with raised corbs and vepetated medizns?
Think of the legacy of a treg-lined bovlevard. Chicoans ane fond of the ree-planting proclivity of
John Bidwell for good reazon- he left so much for us to enjoy. Are there sther trflic calming
technigues 1o contrel speed and increpss safety at intersections?

A smdy should be performed on the pedestsian / bicyelist use of the Forest/32 intersection 1o
determine the impact on public safety. This intersection pets much more foot traffic than 11
Monte, and is 2 betler place (0 assess potential impacts of the project. This is in part because of
the 7-11 and other busingsses on Forest. The El Monte neighborhood has fewer Junior High
students than the Forest Meighbarhood. Children going to school at Marsh Junior High School
prefer not only to walk by the 7-11, the bakery, and the piwea place on Fores), bt also prefer to

walk down Humboldt Road rather than walk down Highway 32 which requires wing Forest
instead of B Monte.

1 apprecinze thie waivers you have gotten from CTALTRANS ta retain some of the Lirge trees on
the southwestern end of the project and encowrage you 1o conlinug to push for retention where
safe. | encournge you 1o we native vegetation in the plantings. T fise! srrongely that existing
vegention be retained, as much as is possible. This is one reason the concrete block soundwall is
not preferred. [ encournge the use of smaller plantings in the safety recovery vore and plenty of
larger trees outside of the recovery zone. Trees provide many aesthetic and ecomysiem banefits
that contribuie 1o the unique charm and guality of life in Chico.

Int conclusion, thanks for the progress you have made and | encourage you to push for the precast
conerete soundwalls, stow traflic md conserve native vegetation,

State Route 32 from State Route 99 east to just past Yosemite Drive,

PROJECT DESCRIPTIONM: The City is proposing to widen and improve
approximately 2.6 miles of State Route 32 between State Route 99 and Yosemite

Drive to accommodate increased fraffic volumes that are predicted ic occur with
or without the project.

State Route 32 is a Calfrans owned and maintained facility. The City intends to
widen and improve State Route 32 using only local funds; no state or federal
funds are anticipated. At the completion of the project, Caltrans would continue
to own and maintain the facility.

Intersection improvements are proposed at the on- and off-ramps at State Route
€9, Fir Streetf, Forest Avenue, El Monte Avanue, Bruce Road and Yosemite
Drive. The project includes the design and possible construction of the south leg
of Yosemite Drive. The project also includes modifying Fir Street between 8
and 9" to a one-way, northbound movement only.

The project would resuit in three lanes in both directions from Siate Route 99
through Fir Sireet and two lanes in both directions from Fir Street to Yosemite
Drive. The project would require construction of a new bridge over Dead Horse
Slough and extension or replacement of the existing South Fork Dead Horse
Slough culvert just east of the Bruce Road intersection.

Preliminary design indicaies the possible need for future crossings of State
Rouie 32 in the project area to accommodate various uiilities such as water,
wastewater, drainage, electrical, communications, telephone, gas, etc. Therefore,
the project includes the construction of utility crossings at the intersections along
Staie Route 32 on an ‘as-needed’ basie as determined in coordination with the
various service providers. In addition, a second sewer crossing will be



constructed adjacent to the existing sewer line east of El Monte Avenue. These
utility crossings would 'stub out’ within the project limits on the north and south
sides of State Rouie 32 to allow future connection, if deemed necessary by the
City or County, to various services. The project does not include the installation
of any utilities outside the Siate Route 32 right-of-way proiect limits; future
projects would require separate envirchinental review.

The attached Initial Study indicates that, in light of the whole record before the
agency, the project has the potential to have a significant effect on the
envirenment in the areas of aesthetics and noise; therefore, a focused EIR will be
prepared on these issues.
